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Fat’ha-tain: When the stroke of Fat’hah is written twice on top of the same

letter, it is called ‘Fat’hatain’ i.e. two strokes of Fat’hah. In Arabic it is called
‘Tanwin’ which means to produce a nasal sound in the pronunciation.

Kasra-tain: When the stroke of Kasrah is written twice below the same letter it
is called ‘Kasra-tain’ i.e. two strokes of Kasrah.

Damma-tain: When the stroke of Dammah is written twice on top of the same
letter it is called ‘Dhamma-tain’ i.e. two strokes of Dammah.

Note: There are thousands words in the Holy Qur’an which bear various Tanwin
marks. The student should be taught to produce a stretched nasal sound at the
end of each word in the following exercises. Such practice will greatly facilitate
the teacher and the learner to practise the Rules of Idgham (assimilation) and
Ikhfa (concealing) in future lessons. Any letter that bears a Tanwin is called
‘Munawwan’[554] (a letter with Tanwin).
