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Sakin means the omission of a vowel. When an Arabic letter bears the sign of
Sukan it is called ‘Sakin’. Another well-known name of Sukdn is Jazm. For
example, ‘Nun Sakin’ means the letter Nin bearing the sign of Sukadn. It is
important to note that a Sakin letter must be preceded by a vowelled letter (a

letter which bears a stroke). Some examples of ‘Sakin’ letters are given below.
