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It will be beneficial if the following hard words are practised time and again. The
learner should first recite each word without observing a pause and then making
a pause, applying all the relevant rules. Pay special attention to highlighted letter
regarding correct application of the concerned rule(s).

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Errors in recitation can be divided into two broad categories. Firstly: The Erros
which cause a change in the meaning of a word and can be easily and gernerally
noticed by readers of the Holy Qur’an. Secondly: The Errors which affect the
vocal beauty of the Arabic accent. This type of errors can only be noticed by
those who are well-versed in the Rules of Tajwid. Both type of errors are called
Lahn Jali (major errors) and Lahn Khafi (hidden errors) respectively.

During the recitation one should be mindful of the following mistakes which
belong to first category:
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Error 1: To mispronounce a stroke (short vowel). This may lead to different
meaning. Please reflect over the following examples:
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Error 2: To shorten or prolong the vowel mark of a letter (i.e. to pronounce a
short vowel like a long vowel or long vowel like a short vowel etc.) Please
reflect over the following examples:
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Error 3: To change a Sakin letter to a Mutaharrik and vice versa. Please note
the following examples:
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Error 4: Not making a difference between similar sounding letters and so
pronouncing a different letter. This may lead to a change in the meanings. Please
reflect over the following examples. So it is paramount to learn the proper
articulation of similar-sounding letters along with their inherent characteristics:
